1. Introductions and Apologies

2. Cycling Infrastructure Update

· Pedals will need to respond to arrange a meeting offered by the City Council on the Ring Road Major 

· A-One are likely to carry out a review of a previous NMU study in Area 7. If the HA approve this study it recommends that they utilise the CDG forum to clarify cycling facilities (e.g. exiting, recommended) in Greater Nottingham. This was welcomed by CDG however it is understood funding could be available for walking and cycling improvements all along the A52 from Bramcote to Clifton and it is felt there is no ambition within HA to provide good facilities for walking and cycling – as a result funding opportunities will be missed and we urge HA to scope out improvements all along this route 

3. Feedback from Cycle Forum 17th June
 I was regrettable that there was insufficient time left at the end of the presentations for attendees to give feedback and ask questions although there was a lot of information given to the attendees by the partners on the day and there is a lot going on. Some alternatives to avoid such over-runs were discussed e.g.
· Separate consultation and updating events
· Opportunities to get attendees active earlier e.g. table discussions to get top issues for cycling locally, grouping those issues on stickies, then doing presentations, facilitated discussions at the end on any issues not covered.

Gary agreed we would take this on board next time round. 

4. An update on the Citycard Cycle Hub and Cycle Hire - mobile phone bike hire has been launched this week, with 10 locations in the City Centre
Keith took us through the leaflet and explained the concepts.
5. Online cycle map demonstration 
The map is now interactive and will be better presented when the City’s website is revised. It will be possible to develop layers with themes such as leisure centres/health centres.
6. Cycle signing audit – plans and principles
The City is commissioning work on signing along the lines that Mott MacDonald are using for NET2. CDG members were impressed by the principles that are evolving on signage and Keith undertook bring these to the attention of CDG when he had further information from MottM.

7. Matters outstanding from previous meetings

a. RideWise Bike Centres – Bestwood has been launched, Mellish may have to move due to closure of the leisure centre, Aspley being considered.

b. LSTF - Neighbourhood Travel Co-ordinators – It was confirmed that Sustrans had been awarded the two City Grants in the south and central City areas whilst RideWise had been awarded the Broxtowe and Gedling grants. Both projects are being progressed as quickly as possible.

c. Ucycle – the project is very successful and a recent presentation at the University of Nottingham showed continuing uptake of cycling.
d. Dominic of Sustrans is working with the City Road Safety team to develop the project with secondary schools

e. Active Travel Events – a programme is in place however due to infrastructure and highways improvements in the Creative quarter it will not be possible to have the main EMW event on Broad Street. There will be opportunities to manage and support more small scale events.
f. Ambition Bid – there is little feedback at present, there are some rumours that announcements will soon be made and that more than 4 grants will be awarded by DfT. D2N2 LEP are being allocated £31m for transport schemes over the 4 local authorities and another single pot for all infrastructure schemes. Further funding for LSTF capital had been announced for the LEP area. Processes for accessing funding are not clear.
g. Respect: Local Research Project – Sustrans will likely develop a proposal. 
h. 20 MPH Zones – Completed in Sherwood with on-going consultations in Bulwell and Bestwood for implementation in the next few months. The County had committed to zones outside secondary schools and it is understood that the new leadership will implement further schemes – Lady Bay might be a first project.
i. NET Lighting Columns – There is an improved process for ensuring columns for NET and the City LED programme are sited correctly. However some are incorrectly sited at present (e.g. Birdcage Walk) and they will be re-sited.

HS2 – Chris mentioned that the consultations were starting, Pedals representatives felt they ought to consider what might be needed from the cycling perspective e.g. station access, cross track rights of way
